Auction Consignment Submission Rules

This document is intended to effect a consistent set of rules, with three aims: (1) to maximize participation of consigning MCC members; (2) to facilitate the duties of the auctioneer & other officials; and (3) to expedite the auctions overall.

1. The maximum number of lots per consignor per auction is ten (10). This is subject to change as circumstances demand, to accommodate increasing numbers of consignors and/or to ensure timely exit from the venue.

2. Each lot must be packaged discretely & securely, grouping multiple elements together for ease of handling.

3. Each lot must be clearly identified, including prominent display of the lot number on all elements as necessary.

4. Each consignment must include two (2) copies of the Club-approved form, legibly filled out to describe each lot separately, accurately, & clearly.

5. Each consignment will be submitted to a Club official, who will ensure compliance with these rules. Said official, with the support of any other Club official, may reject individual lots from the current auction, unless both officials agree to ad hoc remedy by the consignor that will not delay the ongoing event.

6. Each lot will specify a reserve (starting bid) acceptable to the consignor, to expedite bidding.

7. Consignors are not allowed to bid on their own consignments, having already agreed to a reserve price per lot (#6 above).
